What have we been doing? 

This half term we have been enjoying the story of ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’, 
which has given the children a wonderful starting point for lots of exciting learning 

across the nursery. 
In our creative area, the children have been investigating a range of different textures 

linked to the story, using their senses to talk about how things feel and creating 
their own textured pictures of the bears. They have also been busy painting their 

bears and talking about the different features. We have also been busy making our 

own playdough by following a simple recipe, encouraging the children to measure, 
mix and talk about changes they could see and feel. 

The children have loved retelling the story in the construction area, where they 
worked together to build beds for the three bears using different sized bricks. This 

supported their understanding of size, problem solving and imaginative play as they 

retold the story with the help of story maps. They also built homes for the bears, 
carefully choosing the right size bricks and shapes to match each bear’s size. 

Outdoor learning has been just as exciting. In the garden, the children went on 
texture hunts, searching for and talking about different materials they could find in 

the garden. In the mud kitchen, they made their own “porridge” using different sized 

bowls, linking again to the story while developing their role play, mathematical and 
language skills. 

We have also been exploring rainwater, looking at how we can collect it using 

different containers and discussing what happens when it rains. This has sparked 
lots of curiosity and great conversations about the world around us. The children 

continue to be excited by learning in the outdoor area and exploring the world 
around them. 

During the rest of February, we will be exploring different festivals that are 

happening like Shrove Tuesday and Chinese New Year, where the children will take 
part in many different activities to see how different cultures celebrate these special 

days.
